Games will be played at Howe Arena and/or Centre ICE, home of the Detroit Red Wings training camp.

· REGISTRATION DEADLINE - ALL ENTRIES WILL BE REVIEWED AND TEAMS SELECTED AT LEAST 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE TOURNAMENT. GTHA must have a copy of your  USA Hockey or CAHA roster and entry fee  by the deadline to be considered for tournament.

GTHA Tournament Rules
Acceptance:
All teams must be USA Hockey or CAHA registered. REGISTRATION DEADLINE - ALL ENTRIES WILL BE REVIEWED AND TEAMS SELECTED AT LEAST 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE TOURNAMENT. GTHA must have a copy of your USA Hockey or CAHA roster and entry fee by the deadline to be considered for tournament.

The tournament committee will select all teams to participate in the tournament and all decisions are final. Those not accepted will be refunded the team entry fee.  Checks will be cashed as they are received.  A cashed check does not imply acceptance into the tournament.

Games:    Three games guaranteed in all divisions and levels. Three 10 minute stop periods for House level Mites, Squirts & Pee Wees. House level Bantam & Midget are three 12 minute stop periods.

Squirt A , AA  and Pee Wee A will be 12 minute stop time periods. Pee Wee AA , Bantam A, AA , Midget/JV and Girls  will be 15 minute stop time periods  Round robin games will end in a tie. There will be no time outs except in the semi-final and final games when each team will be allowed one time out. 

In tournaments with 16 teams in four brackets, the winner of each bracket will advance to a semi-final game

In tournaments with 8 teams in two brackets, the winners of each bracket will play the runners-up from the opposite bracket in the semi-final game. For example, South #1 v North #2 and North #1 v South #2.

In tournaments with 6 teams, teams in the North division will play the teams in the South division during round robin play, and the top four teams overall will advance to the semi-final games. For example  #1 v #4 and #2 v #3.                        All games are played at curfew rinks.

Playing Rules:  All tournament games will be governed by MAHA,USA Hockey, and Grand Traverse Hockey Association rules. In addition, the following tournament rules apply.

1. Only those players registered with the Tournament Committee before the tournament begins are eligible to participate with their respective teams.

2. Proof of age must be brought with teams for checking by tournament officials prior to the first game.  A team using ineligible players will be automatically disqualified.  The tournament committee will take appropriate action it deems necessary to carry on the tournament.

3. Only players in complete uniform and the registered coaching staff (four registered coaches is the limit allowed) may be on the player’s bench.

4. Teams not ready to start at their scheduled time will forfeit the game.  The opposing team will be awarded a 1-0 victory.  Teams should be ready to go on the ice 10 minutes before the scheduled starting time of the game. 

5. Any major penalty for fighting will result in automatic suspension from the tournament.

6. Fans ejected during a game for verbally abusing referees, players or coaches are considered to

     be ejected for the remainder of the tournament.

7. The tournament committee reserves the right to make decisions regarding the interpretation of all tournament rules and all decisions are final.

Standings, Point System &Tie Breaking rules:
Two points for a win, one point for a tie. If two or more teams have equal number of points, their positions in the standings shall be determined by the following tie-breaking formulas:

1-The results of the games played between the tied teams in the following order- (A) Head to head, (B) subtracting goals scored against from goals scored in these games, (C) least number of goals allowed in these games.

2-If still tied, using all games played (A) subtracting goals scored against from goals scored, (B) least number of goals allowed.

3- Least amount of penalty minutes acquired during all games in the round robin,

4- Team scoring earliest goal in the first game of the tournament

Overtime Rules:  One sudden death overtime period of 5 minutes will be held in semi-final and final games.  A five-player shootout will occur if still tied, followed by a sudden death shoot out.

Protests: Protests must be filed, by team officials, to the tournament director-in-charge within 15 minutes after the end of the game. A $50 protest fee must accompany the protest.  The fee will be returned only if the protest is accepted. The decision of the Tournament Appeals Committee will be final.
Running Clock – 7 Goal Difference in 3rd period. Stop clock resumes if deficit cut to 3.
